ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS 3. Install left side drive wheel. Slide the 2" cotter pin
through both the wheel and axle.

1. Remove the axle/spinner assembly. Slide the shaft
collars from the hardware kit onto the axle, one on

each side of the gearbox. Do not tighten. 2" Cotter

8. Fasten the cable to both handles using
#10 x 2-1/2" cap screws and #10 locknuts. It
should be positioned so the cable points toward
the base of the handle and will be to the operator's
left. Hand tighten only.

9. Place the 1/4" x 2-1/4" cap screw through both
handles at the base. Hand tighten only.

Then tighten the cap
screws holding the handle to the frame that were
installed in Step 10.
